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MINI PHILOSOPHICAL CAFÉ 19.5.2023 

The objective of the session was to make students feel free to have an open discussion which was gender neutral. Since 

body and bodily aspects; like skin colour, skin care, stress and 

pain, marginalized attitude of the society all needs to be discussed; 

The classroom was turned to an imaginary café where students 

may practice philosophical thinking on the sense of the body. 

Options thus was made available just as in a cafeteria where 

students may relax and may at the same time give vents to their 

inner philosophical thinking.
